COVID SAFETY GUIDELINES



PSR 2020-2021
Safety is our top priority in opening our school building this year for PSR.  Here are some of the guidelines we will be following to ensure everyone’s safety while attending in-person sessions.
1.  All teachers, aides and the principal will be wearing masks, have their temperature taken upon arrival at the school and information logged.

2. The entrance to PSR has not changed.  All children will enter & exit through the doors by the coned area on the playground side of the building.

3. Please send healthy students to school and keep your child at home if he/she has the following symptoms:  Fever, runny nose, cough, fatigue, muscle aches, vomiting, diarrhea. If you think your child has Covid-19, please contact your health provider.

4. Students’ temperatures must be taken at home right before coming to PSR.  Please record your student’s name, grade and temperature on a piece of paper and hand that to the Holy Family designate at the entrance.  If you forget to do this, temperatures will be taken at the car.  Any student with a temperature above 100 degrees will be asked to return home and join us the following week if all is well.  Please refrain from giving your child fever reducing medication in order to have the student able to pass the temperature scan.

5. All students in Grades 1 – 8 will be required to wear a mask during PSR and should have their mask in place prior to exiting their vehicles.  If a mask is forgotten, one will be supplied by Holy Family. Masks must cover the nose and mouth.  Students MUST have medical documentation if they have a condition that prevents them from wearing a mask.  We are not requiring any specific masks.  However, masks with political/social statements, skulls or other inappropriate graphics/statements should be saved for home or other situations. We do not want the younger children to feel uncomfortable or scared.
6. Please respect our new policy of restricting visitors to our building. Only students and staff should be present in the school building.  We respectfully ask that parents remain outside the building.  An aide will be available to direct smaller children to their rooms.  Children must remain on the right side of the building and follow the directions of the arrows on the stairs and in the hallways. Social distancing of 6 feet needs to be observed. No loitering in any hallway area.

7. Please notify the PSR office (440-842-6658) of any absence and the reason for the absence.  Please notify the PSR office if there is a positive Covid-19 case with your child or if a Covid-19 positive person is living in the house with the child. Only send a positive Covid-19 child back to school when the child has met the current guidelines of the Cuyahoga County Board of Health.

8. Holy Family will have all areas/rooms used by PSR sanitized prior to PSR being is session. Our maintenance crew is using a botanical disinfectant solution to disinfect the entire building (https://bioesquesolutions.com/botanical-disinfectant-solution) which kills 99.9% of all bacteria, viruses, fungi and molds.  The formula is free of bleach and other harsh chemicals and powered by Thymox technology. Desks are placed a minimum of three feet away from each other in all directions following the guidelines of the American Academy of Pediatrics, the Cuyahoga County Board of Health and the directives from Governor DeWine.  Many classes have desks that are at least six feet apart. There will be no communal sharing of supplies. Each student will have a Ziploc bag of supplies with their name and those will be wiped down at the end of each session.
9. Please have your child use the bathroom at home right before coming to PSR.  Students will be permitted to use the restroom facilities in the event of an emergency. Water fountains have been disabled. Your students are with us for a short duration - 1.25 hours. Unless a medical necessity, please refrain from sending students with sports bottles, water bottles, etc.  Students will have access to the hand sanitizer located outside of each classroom to use before/after class.
10. All extracurricular activities have been canceled.  There will be no opening/closing Mass, no Church tours and Stations of the Cross will be reviewed and prayed in the classrooms.  Service projects have been suspended this year. Classroom prayers will continue throughout the year.

11. Please note, should Governor DeWine close the schools again, in-person students will switch to the home school model and follow the home school guidelines which will be posted on our website. Due to all the uncertainty, all things are subject to change.
